INDIGENOUS SONGS TO STOP CLIMATE CHANGE

For the U’wa people, there were first the songs and their songs created life.  In their ceremonies the U’wa sing for several hours.  They have a song for the sun, to explain the creation of the Planet, one for when a child is born, a song for the rain, a song for the sowing of corn, and another for good crops. They sing to every thing.

Today they are singing to halt Climate Change and to avoid oil –the blood of the Earth- from flowing up, so that the best decisions in COP6 are taken to save life on the Planet.

Occidental, the US oil company is occupying and drilling for oil in the UWA ancestral territory, land protected by certificates granted in the XVII century. Colombian goverment approved last year the environmental license to Occidental, lying and deceiving the U’WA people, and gave his permission to start the drilling of the first well in U’WA territory.

Since 1992, the U’WA people have resisted the oil exploration and exploitation of their lands. With these actions they are contributing to real and effective reduction s of CO2  (153 millions tones) and are moving forward faster than the governments.
